1. Contours

Contours show the shape of the land.
It is important to understand contours.

Contour lines join points of equal
height. Therefore, the contour line just
below a hilltop is a loop. Follow
contours down from hilltops to
understand the shape of the land.

There are 6 points
(labelled U-Z) on the map.
There are also 6 points
(labelled 1-6) on the view.
